Response from Hanham & District Green Belt Conservation Society (The Society)

The Society appreciates the requirement of the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) for South Gloucestershire Council (SGC) to consider submissions from various non-government groups and individuals with regard to non-strategic development in local communities. 

The Society also appreciates the importance that SGC places on as full and as wide a consultation as possible.

The Society does not wish to recommend any particular sites for non-strategic development in this area although such sites might well exist outside of the Green Belt area.
The Society wishes to emphasise its belief that:

(i)
suggested sites should be Brown field sites
(ii) 
SGC resists any back-garden development such as has been occurring in Court Farm Road, Hanham and other places, and

(iii)
SGC ignores all submissions that suggest development on Green Belt land.

The Society’s over-riding concern is and has always been, the conservation and, where possible, the enhancement of the Green Belt in this area. To this end the Society will always oppose any attempt to remove/release Green Belt land for development.

Furthermore, the Society would like to see (and has previously asked for) the boundary of the Green Belt to be extended to meet the main urban boundary at Whittucks Road, Hanham. Bearing in mind the fact that two substantial areas of land have already been removed/released from the Green Belt on the north and east fringes of the Bristol urban area, the Society believes it is justified in its desire to extend the Green Belt in this area.

The Society carefully considers all planning applications submitted to it and will always support any plan that will enhance the social, cultural and natural environment of Hanham and the surrounding district; the Society will, however, resist any planning application which, in the opinion of the Society, threatens the Green Belt. The NPPF states:

‘As with previous Green Belt policy, inappropriate development is, by definition, harmful to the Green Belt and should not be approved except in very special circumstances.

When considering any planning application, local planning authorities should ensure that substantial weight is given to any harm to the Green Belt. ‘Very special circumstances’ will not exist unless the potential harm to the Green Belt by reason of inappropriateness, and any other harm, is clearly outweighed by other considerations’

The Society will use this statement together with other explanatory statements in the NPPF to ensure that SGC holds fast to its stated belief in the importance of the Green Belt.

The Society requests that SGC provides to the Society Secretary information explaining the consultation process, including:
1. format

2. key dates and timelines 

3. who will be consulted, what role they can expect to play and what influence they may have on the plan

4. how will the general public become aware of the consultation

5. the decision and sign-off processes and criteria for inclusion/exclusion of responses in final PSP plan 

6. appeals process

7. publication date of final PSP plan in 2015.
